Beginning the Narrative Lectionary

Next week, North Goshen will begin using the Narrative Lec-
tionary in worship. The Narrative Lectionary is a way of reading
the Bible that invites us to journey through the whole sweep of
scripture during the course of a year. As we move through the
fall, we will look at key stories of the Old Testament, from crea-
tion and covenant to prophets and exile.

This lectionary helps us hear scripture as one unfolding story of
God's love, justice, and peace - not just isolated verses, but a liv-
ing witness that shapes how we follow Jesus today. For a congre-
gation like ours, the Narrative Lectionary offers a chance to listen
together for how God's story connects with our commitments to
peace, justice, and community here in Goshen.

We'll begin next Sunday, September 14, with the story of crea-
tion from Genesis 1:1-2:4a. Our theme will be “Creation by the
Word: God's creation is good — a foundation for justice and
peace.” Together, we'll ask: How do we live as stewards of crea-
tion’s goodness in a world of exploitation?
